Reading Homework: Last week, I experimented with a training that I had for ipads over the summer.  We created a recording of the students reading Destiny’s Gift.  It is uploaded on the website.  Check out misterszymanski.com.  We will be doing the same thing in class this Monday.  Please read the story several times with your child so they are comfortable with the words in the story and reading with expression. 

Vocabulary Cards:  I do not “collect” them every Monday; however, the kids are expected to do them and use them on their tests. This week, I had a TON of kids who said that they were at home or that they did not do their cards.  THIS IS NOT GOOD WHEN THERE ARE TEN QUESTIONS ON EACH WEEKLY TEST.  We talk about the vocabulary in class but this is not enough! 
Progress Reports Next Week:  With the roster changes, I am a little skeptical about the due date. ( However, they are supposed to go home on Wednesday.  I will send a Remind101 message when they go home. 

www.misterszymanski.com – I have updated it for next week for reading.  Math lessons for next week will be created this weekend and posted.  It is always a good idea to have your child watch the video so they are familiar with what is going to be happening in class. 

Parent Portal:  Parent portal gives parents access to their child’s grades.  You need a pin number for your child in order to do this.  You need to send a note in writing requesting a pin number.
